January Financials

1. Significant Budget Surplus: Year-end 
financials are projected to exceed budget by 
$406,000, resulting in a Net Operating 
Income of $407,000

2. Revenue Growth Driven: State Revenue 
surged by $386,000 due to updated per 
WADA rates, partially offset by a $260,000 
decrease in local fundraising. 

3. Enrollment Stable at 1004
